INTRODUCCIO

En aquest darrer apartat aportem com a annex una relacio de les fonts
documentals, arqueologiques i textuals, utilitzades per a realitzar el lexic
de noms de cavalls circencs testimoniats a Poccident roma. Es una llista
que es limita a anotar el tipus de suport i la seva denominacié habitual
recognoscible 1 els testimonis de noms de cavalls circencs que hi apareixen.

El nostre treball ha partit basicament de ’analisi de la documentacid
recollida, de I'estudi 1 comprensié de cada suport en ell mateix i en relacio
amb els altres. Al corpus onomastic es fan les referencies a la imatge
o imatges o al context immediat. Només s'il-lustren els casos més discutits,
ja que no ha estat possible aportar totes les imatges a causa del nombre
elevat de documentacio.

La documentacio s’ha organitzat pel tipus de suport tenint en compte
la seqiiéncia cronologica i la relacié entre la iconografia i el text. Primer
s'han agrupat els documents iconografics, i els tres darrers grups reuneixen
les inscripcions honorifiques i funeraries, les defixiones 1 els textos literaris.
Dins de cada tipus de suport la documentacio s’ha organitzat geograficament:
Peninsula lialica, Nord d’Africa, Hispamia, Gallia 1 Germania, 1 dins de
cada un la relacio és cronologica. A les defixiones i a les inscripcions
llargues, els noms s’anoten per ordre alfabétic per facilitarne la recerca.

Hem donat un numero a cada document el qual correspon al que
apareix al corpus onomastic: (doc.), a continuacié el titol del document,
la indicacio bibliografica essencial i quan ha estat possible la cronologia.
En cada document s’anoten només els noms de cavalls encara que en
cada un hi apareixin altres noms o text complementari.
